Highlights of the 1st 5 years of the UFTGCC
The earliest records of the UFTGCC which formally commenced Saturday 3/4/1926 are recorded below. Two matches were played in April 1926, both won by the home team. The first match played resulted in victory over Ferny Creek by 36 runs, and the second, a victory against Prahran Manchester Unity by 21 runs.

For several years the prospect of forming a cricket club at Upper Ferntree Gully has been discussed, but it was not until last Saturday (3/4/1926) that an eleven was formed in an endeavour to create cricket history in this particular township. A. Pitch was hastily formed on Gulliver’s estate, where this first battle was fought and resulted in a victory for the new combination by 36 runs over a team from Ferny Creek. Ex Ferntree Gully cricketer W. Swindon was appointed Captain of the club and other players from this team known to the FTGCC were D. Bear, H. Rickards and H. Parker.
FTGN 17/4/26
UFTGCC vs Prahran Manchester Unity - This match was played at Upper Gull last Saturday afternoon. The decision of the match rested in the team scoring the most runs in 1½ hours. The Gully teams scoring 21 runs more than their opponents were therefore the winners. The scores were UFTG 9/121 (H. Tainsch 39, J. Fleming 31*, M. Henry 14*) def Prahran M.U. 7/100 (H. Tainsch, M. Henry & H. Rickard all took 2 wickets)
The inaugural full season of cricket played by the club took place in 1926/27 when the club took part in arranged competitive matches. These were usually organised by the Secretary who contacted other ‘social’ clubs to arrange matches. It is very likely that an afternoon at the renowned Ferntree Gully National Park for the ladies, while their partners were playing cricket and the promise of excellent food and entertainment at the Royal Hotel afterwards was a big draw card for the team as they filled the season’s bookings with 30 matches.

There is a possibility of having two purely residential teams of the townships pitted against each other next month. 
Authors Note: This is the first hint of local parochialism which has existed in contests between the townships sporting codes ever since. Indications in the Ferntree Gully News before the return match suggest an imaginary line was drawn north/south at the Middle Hotel to determine the residential boundary for future battles. Those who lived on the eastern side of the ‘line’ played at Upper Ferntree Gully CC and those on the western side at Ferntree Gully CC.

At stumps at the end of Day 1 (21/3/1931) of the 1930/31 RDCA ‘B Grade’ Grand Final Belgrave had scored 107 in their 1st Innings and were 1/18 in their 2nd, while Upper FTG scored 168 in their 1st Innings

At stumps at the end of Day 1 (28/3/1931) of the 1930/31 RDCA ‘B Grade’ Grand Final Belgrave had scored 107 in their 1st Innings and were dismissed for 109 in their 2nd, while Upper FTG scored 163 in their 1st Innings and were 7/44 in pursuit of a victory still needing 10 runs with 3 wickets in hand. 

The final day (4/4/1931) brought high drama as recorded from the FTGN 11/4/1931 below…
‘C Grade Premiership – Upper Gully vs Belgrave, with the Gully club requiring but 10 runs with three wickets to fall, play on Saturday was looked forward to. The end came most dramatically, for at 2:19 p.m. the Umpire called play and no batsmen appeared at the wickets. The Umpire declared the match to have been won, by reason of the default of their opponents, by Belgrave. It had been stated that the batsmen were in the pavilion but had no knowledge that the umpires proposed to take the action they did. It is suggested that the matter will be the subject of consideration and a resolution by the association. The unfinished game left the Upper Gully club with 10 runs in arrears and three wickets to fall’.  
Whatever happened may no be lost with the passing of time but with the match scheduled to commence at 2:15 p.m. perhaps the Umpires were within their rights to default the match – the RDCA Executive supported them and awarded the Premiership Pennant to Belgrave…
